The Power of Belief: NOW FAITH

25When Jesus saw that a crowd was running to the
scene, he rebuked the impure spirit. “You deaf and mute
spirit,” He said, “I command you, come out of him and
never enter him again.” 26 The spirit shrieked, convulsed
him violently and came out... 2’ Jesus took him by the
hand and lifted him to his feet, and he stood up. 2 After
Jesus had gone indoors, his disciples asked him
privately, “Why couldn’t we drive it out?” 2° He replied,
“This kind can come out only by prayer (and fasting).”

The Power of Belief

Yeshua taught, “If you believe, you will receive
whatever you ask for in prayer” (Matthew 21:22).

Yeshua’s disciples cried out to the Lord,
“Increase our faith” (Luke 17:5).




The Power of Belief

Jesus declared, “Whoever believes in me,
rivers of living water will flow from within” (John 7:38).

Jesus promised, “Whoever believes in me will do the
works | have been doing, and they will do even greater
things than these, because | am going to the Father. And
| will do whatever you ask in my name, so that the
Father may be glorified in the Son. You may ask me for
anything in my name, and | will do it” (John 14:12-14).

The Power of Belief

The Apostle Paul wrote, “l am not ashamed of the
gospel, because it is the power of God that brings
salvation to everyone who believes: first to the Jew,
then to the Gentile” (Romans 1:16).

The Apostle Paul reminded the Body of Messiah,
“We live by faith, not by sight” (2 Corinthians 5:7).

The apostle Paul wrote, “It is by grace you have been
saved, through faith—and this is not from ourselves,
it is the gift of God—not by works, so that no one
can boast” (Ephesians 2:8-9).

The Word proclaims, “We fix our eyes on Yeshua, the
pioneer and perfecter of faith.” (Hebrews 12:2).

Show me your faith without deeds,
and | will show you my faith by my deeds” (James 2:17-18).

Many will say to Me on that day,
‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in Your name, and in Your
name cast out demons, and in Your name perform
many miracles?’
